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EXPRESSION OF INTEREST GUIDELINES
Special schools are a scarce resource in this region. When a vacancy occurs at Kimi Ora a decision will be made about who is to be offered a place at the school.  The purpose of this protocol is to outline the Board's criteria for admission to the school in order to inform discussions with GSE when a vacancy occurs.
Guidelines
1. When a vacancy occurs at Kimi Ora the Principal will notify GSE. 

2. Kimi Ora will inform GSE of any students known to be interested in and suitable for enrolment at the school.

3. GSE will inform Kimi Ora of any students it considers suitable for consideration for the vacancy.


4. Kimi Ora and GSE will meet to discuss the potential enrolments and make a decision.
Kimi Ora's criteria for admission are:
1. Students seeking enrolment at Kimi Ora School will have significant physical disabilities and associated learning difficulties. These students are likely to be verified under the Ongoing Reviewable Resourcing Scheme as having Very High Needs.
2. Students transferring from another special school will have a higher priority than students who are transferring from other education settings.

3. All enrolments will be dependent on space being available at a particular Year level.  Where this is not a determining factor priority will be given to younger children.

4. Where a student's educational, therapy or other specialist needs are best met at Kimi Ora School the applicant may be considered for admission for full time, part time or temporary admission.

5. Students who have a condition that is degenerative; or have a change of ability due to an accident, or illness may be accorded a greater priority than other students.
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
